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	May 03 - The 2011 budget for roads shows a total expense of $484,300. Using the stated number of 50 miles of roads covered, this works out to $9,686 per mile. Numerous studies across the United States show that annual maintenance of rural roads averages about $3,000 per mile for gravel roads and $1,500 per mile for paved roads. Even if we assume that all Wolf Laurel roads are gravel, the cost of maintenance is more than 3 times the average. In other words, we are spending $300,000 more per year than is typical.

I would like to understand the reason for this. Road Maintenance commissioned a study a couple of years ago that laid out the requirements for bringing our roads up to standard and reducing the annual maintenance costs. If taking steps in this direction could save us $300,00 per year in maintenance, it seems like a no-brainer to do it. Why has no one proposed a solution to this problem which gets worse year by year?
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	Jan 23 - We have noticed that the signs directing visitors to Wolf Laurel Resort have been replaced by signs promoting Wolf Ridge Resort.  This includes the sign directing visitors to Wolf Laurel Resort's security gate.  A key to the future for any resort is the ability to market itself.  We don't think it is acceptable to lose Wolf Laurel Resort signage.  Please add road signs to Highway 23 to Wolf Laurel Resort saying 'Wolf Laurel Resort'.  It is very upsetting to see this recent change.  We are sure that if monies are needed that WLPOA could chip in since they must continue to market themselves to sustain their new amenities.  Thank you for immediate attention to this very serious concern.

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
	
	Jan 24 - Hello, Ms. Goodman:
I have forwarded your concerns to the Presidents of the WL Roads & Security and the WLPOA.
However, neither the R&S nor the WLPOA have ever been responsible for the signs (large bill board on Highway 23 or smaller sign at the recycling center).  Originally Bald Mountain Corp (under previous ownership), the WLCC, ski slopes and local realties purchased the signs, and paid for permits, rent of property, and lighting.  As years passed, fewer of these parties paid their share.  For many years, Orville English alone paid permits and electric costs for the signs.  He has since purchased the property. As you have noticed he has now created new signs for Wolf Ridge, negating Wolf Laurel.  Unfortunately for all concerns in Wolf Laurel it would seem that he is justified in doing so. 
WLR&S pays an annual rent to the property owner for the two signs mounted on stone walls on Puncheon Fork Road and Wolf Laurel Road.  The WLPOA is currently taking bids for refurbishing these signs.
